· Book Displays: Current book displays: “Native American Heritage Month” and “Fall into Reading”
· Deputy Director’s Additional Collection Development:  For fiscal year 2022-2023, the Board approved a budget of $6,000 for the Deputy Director to purchase books for the Library’s collection. I have added 80 new books and spent $1,672.18.
