How rare is a total 
solar eclipse?



On average…a total solar eclipse 
happens every 1.5 years somewhere 
on the earth



However, for any given city a total 
solar eclipse happens every 360 
years or so…



The last time Austin experienced a 
total solar eclipse was May 26th, 
1397

Chromosphere

During totality…



Look around you to 
Experience the 360 
degree sunset 



Solar Corona



Other things…

-The temperature will drop

-Birds and animals may start 
acting strange



Safety During The Eclipse



Safety During The Eclipse
-You will still need eclipse glasses to 
view the partial eclipse leading up to 
totality
-Glasses can only be removed during 
totality if viewing the sun
